Note 1; if you are unable to supply B.G. Membership Number, please supply date of birth, and bring proof of registration to the competition.

Eligibility - In order to compete in this event the following requirements must be met.

Each Competitor Must:

i) Be at least an associate member of British Gymnastics and have paid the current year’s membership fee. (Competitors from the Home Nations must comply with the requirements of their governing body).

ii) Have registered with the Competition Registration Secretary at least 21 days before the date of this competition. (No fee is required to register).

iii) Be eligible to compete at this grade.

The Club Must

i) Be registered with British Gymnastics.

ii) Have included full payment in respect of the entries overleaf including a judging fine if applicable.

iii) Have provided the required number of suitably qualified and experienced officials (see below).

Judges / Officials

When you are filling in the entry form overleaf, you must, once you have entered two competitors on the sheet, fill in the name of your suitably qualified official in the space provided J1 in order to enter any more performers. Once you reach five entries, you must, fill in the name of your second official in the space provided J2. When you reach nine entries, fill in the name of your third official J3 and so on. Continue on another form if over 20 entries.
